Kasetsart University Announcement
on the University’s Personal Data Protection Policy for Organizing
Academic Conferences, Training sessions, and Seminars

Kasetsart University is an academic and vocational institution for higher education
that organizes academic conferences, training sessions, and seminars with an aim to provide
knowledge to its personnel, students, and the general public. Consequently, it is essential to
collect, use, or disclose the personal data of individuals attending these events. Recognizing the
importance of personal data protection and in compliance with the Personal Data Protection
Act, B.E. 2562 (2019), Kasetsart University has established a personal data protection policy for

organizing these events.

Pursuant to Sections 32 and 37(1) of the Kasetsart University Act, B.E. 2558 (2015),
and Section 23 of the Personal Data Protection Act, B.E. 2562 (2019), and with the approval of
the Kasetsart University Executive Committee (Meeting No. 6/2024 on June 10, 2024), Kasetsart
University hereby issues its personal data protection policy for organizing academic conferences,
training sessions, and seminars, with the following details:

Article 1 In this Announcement:
“University” refers to Kasetsart University.

“Personal data” refers to any information that enables the identification of an individual,
either directly or indirectly.

“Personal data subject” refers to a natural person who is the owner of that personal data.
Article 2 Personal Data Collected, Used, and/or Disclosed by the University

The University is required to collect the personal data of attendees of academic
conferences, training sessions, and seminars for the purpose of organizing these events and

facilitating participation. This data includes:

(1)Personal data of attendees of academic conferences, training sessions, and
seminars, including first name, last name, age, date of birth, identification number, and passport
number;

(2) Contact information, including address, telephone number, Line ID, contact

channels on social media platforms, and workplace;
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(3) Job tiﬂe, workplace, as well as workplace address, telephone number, and fax

number,
(4) Information regarding the use of electronic systems, including email and iP address;
(5) Data on sound recording, photographs, still images, and moving images;

(6) Any other information provided by attendees of academic conferences, training
sessions, and seminars that is deemed personal data under the Personal Data Protection Act.

Article 3 Purpose of Personal Data Collection

The University will collect, use, and disclose personal data of attendees of academic
conferences, training sessions, and seminars in a lawful and fair manner. Personal data will be
collected as necessary for the purposes of registration, providing public relations services, and
disseminating various information. This also includes collecting feedback from attendees, who
are data subjects, during the University’s academic conferences, training sessions, and seminars.

Article 4 Lawful Bases for Processing Personal Data

The University collects and processes personal data of attendees of academic

conferences, training sessions, and seminars by relying on lawful bases as follows:

(1) Legitimate Interests: This pertains to actions taken for the rightful benefit of the
University and third parties that outweigh the rights of attendees. Such actions are undertaken
for the pubtlic benefit or in the performance of duties by government officials.

(2) Vital Interests: Actions are taken to prevent or mitigate threats to the life, body, or
health of an individual.

(3) Consent: Consent is obtained from attendees when exceptions or other legal bases
mentioned above are not applicable. Should the University require specific consent from
attendees of academic conferences, training sessions, and seminars for any personal data, it will
process such data solely for the purposes that have been communicated to and agreed upon
by the attendees. The University will process sensitive personal data only in accordance with

the law or with the explicit consent of the attendees.
Article 5 Source of Personal Data

The University will collect personal data directly from attendees through various
service channels, including admissions, registration, surveys, questionnaires, and photographs or
videos of meeting and training session activities. Additionally, personal data may be collected
when attendees of academic conferences, training sessions, and seminars communicate with
the University in person at the office or through other contact channels overseen by the

University.
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Article 6 Period for Keeping Personal Data

The University will retain the personal data of attendees of academic conferences,
training sessions, and seminars only as long as necessary for the purposes of collecting, using,
and disclosing such data as required by law. Upon the expiration of this period, the University
will delete or destroy the personal data or anonymize it to ensure that attendees cannot be
identified.

Articte 7 Rights of Personal Data Subjects

Attendees of academic conferences, training sessions, and seminars, who are personal
data subjects and have consented to the University collecting, using, and disclosing their
personal data, grant the University the right to use such data until they revoke their consent or
request the suspension of its use or disclosure. Such requests must be submitted to the
University in writing. In addition to these rights, attendees who are personal data subjects are
also entitled to the following:

(1)Right to Access Personal Data: Attendees of academic conferences, training
sessions, and seminars who are personal data subjects have the right to request access to and
obtain a copy of their personal data under the University’s responsibility. They also have the
right to request that the University disclose the source of any data that they have not consented
to provide.

(2)Right to Correct Personal Data: Attendees of academic conferences, training
sessions, and seminars who are personal data subjects have the right to request that the
University correct any inaccurate personal data to ensure it is accurate, current, complete, and
does not cause misunderstandings.

(3)Right to Delete Personal Data: Attendees of academic conferences, training
sessions, and seminars who are personal data subjects have the right to request that the
University delete, destroy, or anonymize their personal data in accordance with applicable law.

(4) Right to Suspend the Use of Personal Data: Attendees of academic conferences,
training sessions, and seminars who are personal data subjects have the right to request that
the University suspend the use of their personal data as required by law.

(5)Right to Transfer Personal Data: Attendees of academic conferences, training
sessions, and seminars who are personal data subjects have the right to request that the
University transfer their personal data, which they have provided to the University, in accordance

with the law.

(6) Right to Object to the Collection, Use, or Disclosure of Personal Data: Attendees
of academic conferences, training sessions, and seminars who are personat data subjects have
the right to object to the processing of their personal data, including its collection, use, or

disclosure, in accordance with the law.
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(7) Right to Withdraw Consent: Attendees of academic conferences, training sessions,
and seminars who are personal data subjects have the right to withdraw their consent at any
time during the period their personal data is held by the University.

Article 8 Maintaining the Security of Personal Data

The University has implemented appropriate measures to ensure the security of the
personal data of attendees of academic conferences, training sessions, and seminars, in order
to prevent unauthorized access, use, alteration, or disclosure. Furthermore, the University has
established internal guidelines to regulate access to and use of personal data, ensuring its
confidentiality and security. The University will also conduct periodic reviews of this policy to

maintain its effectiveness and appropriateness.

Article 9 Compliance with the Personal Data Protection Policy and Contact with the
University

Should attendees of academic conferences, training sessions, or seminars have any
questions or suggestions regarding this personal data protection policy, the University welcomes
inquiries and feedback to enhance personal data protection and improve University services.
