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The development of practical skills by Basic Fruit and Vegetable Carving Textbook for high

school student at Chanhunbamphen School, Bangkok

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Abstract

The objective of this research was to investigate the use of the textbook Basic Vegetable and Fruit
Carving and its effectiveness in developing the practical Skills of Grade 9 students at Chanhunbamphen Schoal,
under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office Bangkok 2, Office of the Basic Education Commission
(OBEC), Ministry of Education. The participants were 30 students enrolled in the first semester of the 2025
academic year, selected through purposive sampling from one classroom. Data were collected using a
textbook quality assessment form and a practical skills assessment form. The data were analyzed using mean,
percentage, dependent t-test, and content analysis. The results revealed that the textbook demonstrated a high
level of quality. Moreover, the students’ performance skills in vegetable and fruit carving after the intervention
were significantly higher than their pre-intervention scores at the .001 level.

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Abstract

Despite the acclaim of active learning as a cornerstone of 21st-century skill development, there is still
a lack of clarity regarding the causal pathways from teaching practices to student engagement in high-
performing educational systems such as Singapore. This study employed secondary data from the PISA 2022
database to (1) examine the validity of a model of proactive mathematics learning behaviour and (2) analyse
the direct and indirect effects of key factors influencing this behaviour. The sample consisted of 6,546 students
from 165 schools in Singapore. The results from Structural Equation Modeling (SEM) analysis showed that the
proposed model demonstrated a good fit with the empirical data (x* (7, N = 6,546) = 14.03, p > .05, CFl =
0.999, TLI = 0.997, RMSEA = 0.01, SRMR = 0.01). Cognitive activation by mathematics teachers exerted both
direct (B = .30) and indirect (B = .08) positive effects on proactive mathematics learning behaviour. Exposure
to mathematics content also demonstrated positive direct ( = .07) and indirect (B = .11) effects. The model
accounted for 19 percent of the variance in mathematics self-efficacy and 31 percent of the variance in
proactive mathematics learning behaviour. The findings suggest that both teacher cognitive activation and
exposure to mathematics content instruction serve as critical determinants of proactive mathematics learning
behaviour among students in Singapore.

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Good practices for context-based learning combined with fact finding, problem identification, and

solution seeking to develop Grade 6 students’ creative problem-solving

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Abstract

This classroom action research aimed to identify good practices in context-based learning integrated
with fact-finding, problem-finding, and solution-finding processes to develop students’ creative problem-solving
skills. The participants were 40 sixth-grade students from a school under the Office of the Higher Education
Commission, Ministry of Higher Education, Science, Research and Innovation. Data were collected through
activity assessment forms and teacher reflection logs. Data were qualitatively analyzed using inductive content
analysis. The findings revealed three good practices: (1) engaging students in field exploration to collect and
record observations enabled them to connect with real-world contextual problems genuinely and enhanced
their understanding of the challenges; (2) guiding students to plan solutions by examining multiple examples
along with group discussions promoted diversity in prototype development and broadened perspectives within
the group; and (3) requiring students to formulate step-by-step plans and test the feasibility of their ideas
facilitated the transformation of students’ ideas into practical and applicable problem-solving approaches.

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Abstract

This classroom action research aimed to examine the development of students’ creativity through the
implementation of Creative Problem Solving integrated with science fiction films in a biology course. The
participants were 40 upper secondary students. The instructional intervention consisted of three lesson plans
covering the digestive system, the respiratory system, and the circulatory system. The research instruments
included Creative Problem-Solving lesson plans integrated with science fiction films and a creativity assessment
based on the PISA framework, which evaluates three components: generating diverse ideas, generating
creative ideas, and evaluating and improving ideas. Data were analyzed using scoring criteria developed from
the PISA creative thinking framework. Students’ performance was classified into three competency levels, and
the results were reported using frequencies and percentages. The findings indicate that the instructional
approach effectively enhanced students’ creativity, with the most pronounced development observed in
evaluating and improving ideas, followed by generating creative ideas, while generating diverse ideas varied
according to the characteristics of the learning tasks.

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Abstract

This research, “Developing Creative Thinking and Problem-Solving Skills through Creativity-Based Learning Model in
the 21st Century Learning Skills Development Course for Associate Degree Students at Yala Community College,” aims to develop
an effective Creativity-Based Learning Model for the 21st Century Learning Skills Development course, meeting the 80/80
standard, to compare creative thinking and problem-solving skills, and to study student satisfaction with the Creativity-Based
Learning Model. The sample group consisted of 32 second-year students in the Community Public Health Associate Degree
program at Yala Community College. The research instruments included lesson plans, a Creativity-Based Learning Model quality
assessment form, a creative thinking and problem-solving skills test, and a student satisfaction survey. Data were analyzed using
statistical methods including percentage, mean, standard deviation, dependent t-test, and one-way ANOVA. The research
findings revealed that: (1) The Creativity Based Learning Model for the 21st Century Learning Skills Development course was
highly effective, exceeding the standard criteria of 80.18/83.96. This means the teaching model resulted in an 80.18 percent
learning process for students and an 83.96 percent learning effectiveness or lesson effectiveness in changing student behavior.
The effectiveness index was 0.7390, indicating a 73.90 percent increase in student knowledge. (2) A comparison of creative
thinking and problem-solving skills using the Creativity Based Learning Model in the 21st Century Learning Skills Development
course showed that the experimental group had a post-test score of 25.19, while the control group had a post-test score of 13.44,
out of a possible 30 points. This indicates a significant difference in post-test scores between the experimental and control groups
in creative thinking and problem-solving skills. There were statistically significant differences at the .05 level, (3) Students were
satisfied with the Creativity Based Learning Model for the 21st Century Learning Skills Development course for associate degree
students at Yala Community College. The overall satisfaction level was high, with a mean of 3.97. The highest level of satisfaction
was with item 1, : Diverse teaching methods appropriate to the subject,” and the lowest level of satisfaction was with item 10,
“Overall satisfaction.”
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Abstract

This research aimed to study the effect of using a physics experiment kit on the Newton's second law
of motion, utilizing a microcontroller in conjunction with Phyphox application, on the conceptual understanding
of Newton's second law of motion and the satisfaction of 37 10th-grade students with the learning experience.
Data was collected using a pre- and post-test consisting of 20 multiple-choice questions to measure conceptual
understanding of the Newton's second law of motion, as well as a student satisfaction questionnaire. The results
showed that the students' academic achievement after the learning activity using the physics experiment kit on
Newton's second law of motion, utilizing a microcontroller in conjunction with the Phyphox application, was
significantly higher (1(36) = 12.29, p < .05). Furthermore, the students' satisfaction with the learning experience
had an average satisfaction level at the highest level (X = 4.83, SD = 0.44). Therefore, this physics experiment
kit is effective and suitable for implementation.

Thailand’s rapid transition toward a super-aged society has heightened the importance of lifelong
learning as a key mechanism for sustaining social participation, adaptability, and quality of life among older
adults. As the country’s largest metropolitan area, Bangkok offers a wide range of learning opportunities while
simultaneously reflecting socio-economic and digital inequalities that shape older adults’ learning engagement.
This academic article aims to analyze the lifelong learning culture of older adults in Bangkok through a synthesis
of international frameworks, policy documents, and scholarly literature. The analysis is informed by perspectives
from UNESCO and the OECD, as well as theoretical approaches related to learning culture, social capital,
digital inclusion, and active aging. The article examines contemporary trends and social dynamics that
influence participation in lifelong learning within an urban context.The findings suggest that lifelong learning
among older adults in Bangkok is increasingly characterized by informal, community-based, and digitally
mediated learning practices. However, persistent challenges—including digital inequality, spatial disparities,
and uneven access to learning resources—continue to limit inclusive participation. The article concludes by
emphasizing the need to develop inclusive urban learning ecosystems and age-friendly policies to strengthen
lifelong learning culture and enhance the well-being of older adults in metropolitan settings.

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Abstract

This study aims to evaluate the economic value of tourism at Khao Kheow Open Zoo, focusing on the pygmy
hippopotamus as a case study. Data were collected from 426 Thai tourists who visited the zoo between July 2024
and June 2025. The economic value of tourism was analyzed using the Individual Travel Cost Method (ITCM), while
the conservation value perceived by tourists was assessed using the Contingent Valuation Method (CVM). The results
show that most respondents were female, aged 31-40 years, with a monthly income of 15,000-25,000 baht.
Most tourists traveled with their families by private car, and leisure was the primary purpose of their visit. Tourists
demonstrated positive attitudes toward wildlife conservation, with an average ecotourism preference score of 8.87
out of 10. The average travel expenditure per person per visit was 2,424.49 baht. The estimated consumer surplus
was approximately 9,800 baht per person per year, representing an economic value of about 14.35 billion baht
annually. Furthermore, tourists’ average willingness to pay (WTP) for pygmy hippopotamus conservation was 90.439
baht per person per year, equivalent to a total value of approximately 132.40 million baht per year.

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Abstract

The Corona19 Virus pandemic caused more of people stresses so that they might respond to those
stresses by consuming more of alcohol beverages and tobacco products. This study tried to evaluate the
relationship and impacts of the latest pandemic to Thai household expenditure of two types of products by the
Difference-in-Difference method to compare those expenditures before and after pandemic period. Data
supported by the National Statistic Office. The model of alcohol beverage expenditure consists of 3 sub-models:
total expenditure, expenditure in-home and expenditure outside home. All sub-models found significantly
differences of alcohol beverage expenditure before and after pandemic period; whereas the model of tobacco
products expenditure did not find any difference. There should be psychological plan to take care people
during the crisis including monitoring and evaluating processes.

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Abstract

This study examines the factors influencing borrowing behavior among savings cooperative members
in Chon Buri Province, using the Theory of Planned Behavior (TPB) as the main conceptual framework. Data
were collected from 550 cooperative members and analyzed using Partial Least Squares Structural Equation
Modeling (PLS-SEM). The results show that attitudes toward borrowing, subjective norms, and perceived
behavioral control significantly affect borrowing intention, which in turn serves as the primary determinant of
actual borrowing behavior. Demographic factors, including age, income, and marital status, also reflect
significant differences in financial decision-making. The findings confirm the suitability of the TPB framework for
explaining borrowing behavior and suggest that savings cooperatives should emphasize strengthening
members perceived behavioral control through financial literacy development and the integration of behavioral
considerations into credit assessment, in order to promote responsible credit policies and sustainable risk
management.

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Abstract

Geopolitical conflicts and trade wars between economics superpowers create a wide range of
economic and social impacts in both of the Northern and Southern countries. Our hypothesis states that the
current geopolitical conflicts among the United States and China may benefits some of the Southern countries
that remain neutral if the country has flexible policy in response to global context. An extension of the North—
South growth model describes the changes in economic structure with the possibility of different growth rates
among various countries. The empirical evidences in this research reject the null hypothesis that geopolitical
conflicts and intense competition in technological development and international trade among the Norths may
benefit some countries in the South such as India and Thailand. It is because geopolitical risk factor does not
have any significant effect on economic growth in all pairwise model. However, the empirical evidences
obtained from the random effect model reveal that both Thai economy and India economy can gain benefits
when both countries trade with the United States. Our results also reveal that the import of ICT products from
the United States can increase the growth rate in both India and Thailand. Moreover, the growth of Chinese
investment is a significant factor driven economic growth in Thailand, but not in India.

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Abstract

This study aimed to explore perceptions on brand image, consumer behaviors and product quality
affecting consumers purchasing decisions of Skechers footwear in Thailand. Quantitative research was used
for the collection of the data for this research. A total of 400 responses were collected through snowball
sampling which include 216 females and 184 males. Online questionnaires were sent out to the respondents
which comprises multiple choice questions for demographics data and used a 5-point Likert scale for questions
regarding both independent and dependent variables. The data analysis methods used were descriptive
statistics and multiple linear regression analysis. The results showed that brand image, consumer behavior,
and product quality supported three hypotheses, confirming a positive relationship with consumer’s purchasing
decisions of Skechers footwear at the 0.05 level of statistical significance.

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Abstract

Digital marketing emphasizes the role of social media influencers in shaping consumers’ purchase
intentions. This study aims to examine the characteristics of social media influencers that affect consumers’
purchase intentions toward cosmetic products on the TikTok application in Thailand. Data were collected from
400 consumers and analyzed using multiple correlation analysis and multiple regression analysis. The findings
reveal that trustworthiness, attractiveness, and similarity to the target audience have significant positive
relationships with purchase intention. The results provide practical implications for entrepreneurs and cosmetic
brands in selecting appropriate social media influencers and designing effective marketing communication
strategies on TikTok to enhance purchase intention and strengthen competitiveness in the digital market.

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Stakeholders analysis and key risk factors for spent fuel and nuclear waste management for Small Modular

Reactor (SMR) power plant in Thailand
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Abstract
Thailand’s consideration of Small Modular Reactors (SMRs) under the PDP 2025-2037 requires a clear

understanding of spent fuel and radioactive waste management risks, particularly as the country functions sas
a back-end nuclear nation. This study assesses key stakeholders and risk factors across four stages of the SMR
back-end cycle using ISO 31000:2018 and IAEA Safety Standards. A qualitative likelihood—-consequence
framework was applied to 21 identified risks, supported by stakeholder mapping aligned with the |AEA
Milestones Approach. Results indicate that technical risks are generally low to medium, reflecting passive safety
features of SMRs, low global incident frequencies, and established international standards for transport and
storage. In contrast, financial, policy, and social risks represent the primary constraints to Thailand’s readiness.
High-risk issues include long-term storage liabilities, the absence of a national disposal strategy, fragmented
institutional responsibilities, and historically low public acceptance, the latter classified as the only Extreme risk.
Most risks fall within the medium tier, particularly those related to regulatory uncertainty, future repository
planning, transport preparedness, and inter-agency coordination. The study recommends establishing a
national radioactive waste management fund, strengthening regulatory coherence, enhancing technical
capacity, and promoting continuous community engagement and transparent environmental reporting.

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Abstract

Science parks play a crucial role in supporting small enterprises and startups, particularly in developing
countries like Thailand, which often face resource and innovation constraints. This study investigates the factors
influencing the innovative performance of entrepreneurs and tenants in Thailand's science parks. This quantitative
research utilized a survey design, collecting data from 113 entrepreneurs and tenants in Thailand’s science parks,
analyzed using stepwise multiple regression and moderation analysis, employing the Hayes Process Macro in
SPSS. The findings reveal that three key entrepreneurial capabilities significantly predict innovative performance:
self-motivation and achievement orientation, leadership and management skills, and proactive learning and
analytical abilities. Drive and self-achievement were identified as the most significant predictor. The primary
innovative outcome expected by these entrepreneurs is technological development. Furthermore, the study
confirms the vital role of science park services. Business support services, such as entrepreneurial skill
development and business planning consultations, were found to play a significant moderating role in enhancing
the relationship between entrepreneurial capabilities and innovative performance. Innovative performance stems
from the combined influence of individual entrepreneurial capabilities and ecosystem-level support. Integrating
these factors clarifies how innovation emerges in developing-country science parks and informs the design of
more effective policies and support programs.

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A study of factors affecting satisfaction in stock trading via mobile application: Dime
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Abstract

This quantitative research primarily aims to investigate the factors influencing user satisfaction with the
Dime mobile application and to examine the investment behavior of its users in stock trading. Data was collected
via questionnaires from a sample of 400 users and analyzed using descriptive statistics and multiple regression
analysis. The findings reveal that the primary user base consists of the younger generation, aged between 20
and 30 years, who demonstrate high-frequency usage of 2—4 times per day, with an average daily trading value
of less than 50,000 THB. Regarding satisfaction levels, the sample reported a high overall level of satisfaction
(Mean = 4.08), with "Perceived Ease of Use" receiving the highest rating (Mean = 4.28). Hypothesis testing at
a 0.01 significance level indicates that Information Quality, System Quality, Perceived Ease of Use, and Trust
all have a significant positive impact on user satisfaction. System Quality was found to be the most influential
factor (8 = 0.293), followed by Perceived Ease of Use (§ = 0.240), Trust (8 = 0.212), and Information Quality
(f = 0.180), respectively. Conversely, Service Quality did not have a statistically significant effect on
satisfaction. These results provide valuable insights for application developers to prioritise system efficiency as
a means of retaining the user base. Future research should consider expanding data collection to include
"Heavy Users" and conduct comparative studies across various age groups to establish a comprehensive
understanding of digital financial application users within a broader context.

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A study of employee attitude towards organizational learning and intention to stay resulted from

establishment of national telecom company limited
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Abstract

This paper seeks to fill the discrepancy by exploring the research question of what effect employee
attitude toward organizational learning has on the intention of staying in M&A in State owned businesses (SOEs)
in emerging economy countries. Through a qualitative projective approach, 35 participants affected by the
2021 merger between TOT Company Limited and CAT Telecom in Thailand (established National Telecom
Company Limited) were examined. The results show that individuals with favorable attitude toward
organizational learning, namely learning climate, perceived fairness, integration mechanisms—have a favorable
intention to keep with the organization, while a negative attitude towards learning has a positive association with
intentions to leave. The study adds to the literature on organizational learning by showing that learning climate
acts as a vital retentive mechanism in post-M&A SOE settings and has practical implications for human resource
management during public industry transformations.

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Motivations and values of dhamma practice: A case study of practitioners in Khlong Luang
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Abstract

This study aims to examine the motivations and values of Dhamma practice among practitioners at a
temple in the Khlong Luang District of Pathum Thani Province. A mixed-methods research design was
employed, collecting qualitative data through in-depth interviews with 15 key informants and quantitative data
from 73 questionnaire respondents. The data were analyzed using thematic content analysis and descriptive
statistics. The findings indicate that most practitioners possessed a high level of intrinsic motivation, particularly
the desire for inner peace, self-understanding, life reflection, and the pursuit of religious and spiritual values,
while extrinsic motivation was found at a moderate level. The value of Dhamma practice was rated at the highest
level, especially in terms of emotional regulation, stress management, appreciating life, mental calmness,
enhanced concentration, and greater life balance. Overall, the results suggest that Buddhist practice plays an
important role both as a religious space and as a source of mental well-being, serving as an effective
mechanism for emotional healing and improving quality of life.

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The influence of music listening habits, social media addiction behavior, learning environment,

and interpersonal interaction on academic stress among high school students
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Abstract

This correlational research mainly aimed to analyze the influence of music listening habits, social media
addiction behavior, learning environment, and interpersonal interaction on academic stress among high school
students. The samples consisted of 196 high school students. The research instruments included music
listening habit scale, social media addiction behavior scale, learning environment scale, interpersonal
relationship scale, and academic stress scale. The data were analyzed using multiple regression analysis. The
results showed that music listening habits and social media addiction behavior had positive influences on
academic stress with statistical significant at the .05 level, whereas the learning environment had a positive
influence on academic stress with statistical insignificant at the .05 level and interpersonal relationships had a
negative influence on academic stress with statistical significant at the .05 level.

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Happiness and components promoting happiness in volunteer work among youth volunteers
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Abstract

This study examined the level of happiness and the components promoting happiness in volunteer
work among youth volunteers using a mixed-methods approach. The participants were 40 youths aged 15-25
with experience in volunteer activities. Data were collected through questionnaires and in-depth interviews and
analyzed using descriptive statistics and content analysis. The findings showed that youth volunteers reported
a higher level of happiness than the general population. Key sources of happiness included helping others,
self-reliance, and positive social relationships. All components promoting happiness were rated at a high level,
with the most significant being attitudes and consciousness of giving, youth skill development, volunteer activity
design, and organizational and societal support. The results provide practical guidance for developing effective

and sustainable youth volunteer and mental health promotion programs.

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The influence of social media usage intensity, self-esteem, nighttime social media use, and

peer pressure on Fear of Missing Out (FOMQO) among high school student
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Abstract

The purpose of this correlational research is to analyze the influence of social media usage intensity,
self-esteem, nighttime social media use, and peer pressure on Fear of Missing Out (FOMO) among high school
students. The research sample consisted of 115 high school students aged 12 to 19. The research instruments
were social media usage intensity scale, self-esteem scale, nighttime social media use scale, peer pressure
scale, and Fear of Missing Out (FOMO) scale. Data were analyzed using multiple regression analysis. The
research result showed that social media usage intensity and peer pressure had significantly positive influences
on Fear of Missing Out (FOMO) at .05 level, but nighttime social media use and self-esteem had insignificantly
negative influences on Fear of Missing Out (FOMO) at .05 level

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Abstract

This study aims to: (1) examine the level of innovation competencies among academic support
personnel in higher education institutions at both organizational system and individual operational levels (2)
analyze the relationship between innovation competencies and work performance effectiveness of personnel
in higher education institutions (3) investigate innovation competency factors in higher education institutions
that influence the performance effectiveness of academic support and teaching staff. This quantitative study
employed a sample of 273 academic support personnel from Thai higher education institutions. The findings
revealed that the highest correlation existed between organizational structure work systems and processes

conducive to operations and the support system for knowledge creation and innovation utilization (r = .786),
reflecting that effective organizational structures significantly impact knowledge and innovation support.

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Abstract

Companionship is the enjoyment of spending time with other people. Many factors related to
companionship, such as leisure activities, have a positive impact on companionship. On the other hand, some
factors negatively influence companionship, such as discrimination and anxiety. The main objective of this
research was to investigate the influences of social anxiety, leisure activities, discrimination, and nostalgia on
companionship of students. Participants were 110 high school students who completed an online survey
measuring companionship, leisure activities, discrimination, nostalgia, and social anxiety, using valid and
reliable measures. Data were analyzed through multiple regressions. Main results were as follows. The model
predicting companionship was significant explaining 34.5% of the variance in companionship (R? = .23,
Adjusted R? = .27, p < .001). Social anxiety (B = -.39, p < .001) and discrimination (f = -.23, p = .011) were
significant negative predictors. In contrast, leisure activities (B = .23, p = .004) were a positive associated with
companionship. There was an insignificant effect of nostalgia on companionship (B = -.02, p = .780). The
findings indicate that high school students who report higher levels of social anxiety and experiences of
discrimination are less likely to enjoy spending time with others. In contrast, greater involvement in leisure
activities is associated with higher levels of companionship. Nostalgia does not appear to have a meaningful
effect on students' companionship. Taken together, this research suggests that in order to strengthen
companionship among adolescents and high school students, they should be provided with positive social
experiences through leisure activity and protected from factors such as social anxiety and discrimination that
hinder social connection.

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Correlations and influence of mind-wandering, daytime napping, and caffeine consumption on

creativity among high school students
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Abstract

Creativity plays a crucial role in learning and enhancing students’ academic development. However,
studies about factors influencing creativity remain limited and should be further explored. Therefore, this
correlational research mainly aimed to inspect the influence of mind-wandering, daytime napping, and caffeine
consumption on creativity among high school students. The participants included 133 male and female students
aged 13-18 years. The research instruments contained standardized self-report scales, including the Kaufman
Domain of Creativity Scale (K-DOCS), the Mind-Wandering Questionnaire (MWQ), daytime napping, and
caffeine consumption scales. Data were analyzed using Pearson’s correlations and multiple regression
analysis. The results revealed that caffeine consumption showed a positive and statistically significant
relationship with creativity (o = .029), whereas mind-wandering and daytime napping did not significantly
predict creativity. These findings suggest that everyday behaviors, particularly appropriate caffeine
consumption, may be associated with students’ creative performance in educational settings.

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The mechanisms of control and impacts of digital technology on the labour process of Thai

commercial bank call center agents
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Abstract

This research aims to analyze the transformation of the labour process among commercial bank call
center agents in Thailand within the context of digital technology adoption. Utilizing a qualitative approach
through in-depth interviews with management and operational staff, the study employs Labour Process Theory
and Digital Taylorism as analytical frameworks. The findings reveal that, driven by the "Cost Center" paradigm,
banks utilize technology as a mechanism for intense labor control in two main dimensions. Firstly, Mobile
Banking acts indirectly as a "complexity filter," removing routine transactions and leaving agents with complex,
emotionally intense tasks. This creates a paradox where agents are forced to reskill to handle difficulties without
a corresponding increase in autonomy. Secondly, Customer Relationship Management (CRM) systems act
directly as a "total control mechanism" through standardized scripts and workflows. This leads to systematic
deskilling, specifically Cognitive Deskilling, where systems replace human judgment, and Social Deskilling,
where interpersonal relations are reduced to data management. The study concludes that digital technology
serves not to empower labor, but to intensify control and diminish the human element in the service production
process.

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A study of Thai tourists satisfaction and decision-making factors in selecting five-star hotels in
the Sukhumvit area Bangkok
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Abstract

This research aimed to study (1) the satisfaction levels regarding the marketing mix factors (7P’s) of
Thai tourists choosing 5-star hotels in the Sukhumvit area, Bangkok. The research sample consisted of 400 Thai
tourists who had previously stayed in 5-star hotels in Sukhumvit, selected through purposive sampling. The
research instrument was a questionnaire validated for Content Validity by three experts, yielding an IOC value
of 1.00, and a reliability coefficient (Cronbach's Alpha) of 0.89. The research findings revealed that the
satisfaction levels toward the marketing mix (7P’s) factors among Thai tourists were at the highest level in the
following aspects: Promotion, Process, Product, and Place. This was followed by a high level of satisfaction in
People, Price, and Physical Evidence. The results of this study can serve as a guideline for improving service
quality in 5-star hotels within the Sukhumvit area to enhance satisfaction and increase the likelihood of repeat
visits among Thai tourists. Furthermore, these findings can be utilized in strategic marketing planning and
management to effectively meet customer needs.

Abstract

This research investigates the knowledge, attitudes, behaviors, and media literacy regarding electronic
cigarette advertising among university students in Bangkok to propose effective communication campaign
guidelines. Utilizing a mixed-methods approach, data were collected via an online survey of 506 students
exposed to e-cigarette advertisements and in-depth interviews with 12 active users. The findings indicate that
while participants demonstrated a high level of general knowledge and media literacy (x=3.85), a significant
68.4% lacked awareness concerning the specific risks of depression and chemical toxicity. Participants agreed
that e-cigarettes facilitate new smokers (x=3.67), with 52% reporting irregular usage. Facebook (86.2%) and
TikTok (74.5%) were identified as the primary platforms for advertisement exposure. Consequently, the study
recommends implementing campaigns on these social media channels using influencers to share authentic
experiences rather than fear-based tactics. Practical implications include establishing peer-to-peer support
networks, organizing activities that create psychological impacts, creating accessible digital content, and
developing applications to monitor behavior for sustainable cessation.

This study aims to analyze the situation and trends of Thailand—Myanmar border trade using SWOT
Analysis and the TOWS Matrix as strategic analytical frameworks. The findings indicate that, while border trade
has a high total value, it is structurally vulnerable due to over-reliance on the Mae Sot checkpoint and the
impacts of political instability and strategic-goods control measures. At the same time, Chiang Rai and Ranong
have begun to play an increasingly important role as supporting hubs and alternative maritime routes. Key
development strategies include: diversifying border-checkpoint networks towards a multi=hub structure;
enhancing trade facilitation in line with the ASEAN Economic Community (AEC); utilizing the Greater Mekong
Subregion (GMS) and Ayeyawady-Chao Phraya-Mekong Economic Cooperation Strategy (ACMECS)
frameworks to strengthen cross=border infrastructure; and upgrading the capacity of border entrepreneurs to
integrate more effectively into regional trade networks.

Engel’s biopsychosocial model emerges as the most comprehensive
and coherent framework aligned with this direction and therefore holds strong potential as the foundation for
a sustainable philosophy of healthcare in the twenty-first century.

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Abstract

This research aims to analyze the content and linguistic strategies of moral teaching signs on trees
in Roi Et Province. A qualitative field study collected data from 1,258 moral teaching signs from 20 temples.
Data analysis, based on linguistic strategies, revealed that the content of the signs can be categorized into
three main types: Buddhist proverbs, moral teachings from teachers, and general moral teachings. In terms of
linguistic strategies, three prominent aspects were identified: (1) Alliteration, using rhyming words to create
rhythm and aid memorization; (2) Metaphor and figurative language, employing similes and similes to transform
abstract concepts into concrete forms; and (3) Word and sentence structure, incorporating various levels of
language, including Pali, Thai, and loanwords from foreign languages, as well as the use of short sentences for
communication. It was pointed out that motivational signs are an effective medium for shaping ethics, with
adapted language techniques to suit contemporary social and cultural contexts, bridging the gap between
religious teachings and community life.

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Abstract

The study entitled “Quality of Life of Income-Based University Employees at Kasetsart University” aims
to examine personal, economic, and social factors, as well as the overall quality of life of income-based
university employees at Kasetsart University, and to analyze the relationships between these factors and their
quality of life. The sample consisted of 353 income-based university employees at the Bangkhen Campus,
selected through simple random sampling. The research instrument was a questionnaire. Data were analyzed
using descriptive statistics, while hypothesis testing employed Pearson’s correlation coefficient and the chi-
square test. The reliability of the questionnaire was assessed using Cronbach’s alpha coefficient. The results
revealed that the majority of respondents were female, with an average age of 39.21 years, holding a bachelor’s
degree, and having an average length of service of 9.85 years. The average monthly income was 23,569.03
baht, while the average monthly expenditure was 18,053.14 baht. Social factors were at a good level, with family
relationships showing the highest mean score. Economic factors were at a moderate level. Overall quality of life
was rated as good (mean = 3.85). The analysis indicated that personal, economic, and social factors were
significantly related to quality of life at the statistical significance level.

In recent years, the number of students pursuing higher education has declined, while the number of
international programs has increased, resulting in intensified competition in student recruitment. However,
empirical studies examining decision-making factors in international programs in Thailand, particularly in
science-related fields and biomedical science programs, remain limited. This study aimed to investigate factors
influencing students’ decisions to enroll in the Bachelor of Science in Biomedical Science (International
Program), Faculty of Science, at a public university, including differences in personal characteristics and
relationships among relevant factors. This quantitative study involved a population of 249 undergraduate
students in the academic year 2024, with a sample of 153 students selected through accidental sampling. Data
were collected using a questionnaire and analyzed using descriptive and inferential statistics. The results
showed that most respondents were Thai students (88.20%), graduated from public schools (57.20%), and
were admitted through the TCAS system (64.10%). The most influential communication channel affecting
enrollment decisions was the university and program website (4.15+1.04). Institutional factors had the greatest
influence on decision-making, and communication channels were positively correlated with decision-making
factors at the .05 significance level (r = .642). These findings indicate that integrating communication channels,
particularly online media, with institutional and program value communication plays a crucial role in students’
decision-making processes and provides evidence-based implications for developing communication and
management strategies for international programs in Thailand.

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The development of English grammar performance through active learning activities

incorporating contemporary media for Matthayomsuksa 4 students
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Abstract

This study aimed to enhance Matthayomsuksa 4 students’ English grammar performances through
active learning incorporating contemporary media based on a classroom action research process. The sample
comprised 36 purposively selected students. Research instruments included active learning activity plans
incorporating contemporary media, pre-post grammar tests (p = 0.47-0.73; Ol = 0.88), and students’
satisfaction questionnaire (Ol = 0.97). Data were analyzed using percentages, means, standard deviations and
Effectiveness Index (E.l.) The results of students’ grammar performances after learning were higher than before
learning (X = 25.46, SD = 8.30), and students’ satisfaction was at a high level (X =4.57, SD = 0.57).

The purpose of this research aimed to (1) compare students’ English-speaking skills before and after
participating in situation-based learning, and (2) enhance students’ confidence in speaking English through
situation-based learning. The sample group consisted of 34 students in Mathayomsuksa 6/2 at Triamudomsuksa
Pattanakarn Nonthaburi School during the second semester of the 2025 academic year, selected through
purposive sampling method. The research instruments included: (1) five lesson plans of enhancing English-
speaking skills through situation-based learning, (2) pre-posttest of English-speaking skills showed a high inter-
rater reliability, with a Pearson correlation of 0.866, and (3) a questionnaire of students’ confidence in English
speaking through situation-based English learning showed a reliability of .7. The statistics used in data analysis
included percentage, average, standard deviation, and effectiveness index. The research indicated that (1)
Students’ English-speaking skills after situation-based learning were higher than before learning, with a post-
test mean (X) = 17.4 and (SD) = 1.48 The percentage of students who met the criteria was 94.12%, and the
effectiveness index was 0.573, (2) students’ confidence in English speaking after situation-based learning was
higher than before learning, with a mean (X) = 3.92 and a standard deviation (SD) = 0.36.
